The museum cannot guarantee that items will remain on display or be stored intact as a single
collection. If the objects are later deemed unusable by the museum, they may be de-accessed as the museum sees fit.

Iltems must have clear title and be free of copyright restrictions. All donations to the museum’s collections are
irrevocable upon the formal and physical transfer to the museum.

Any appraisals of donated items for tax or other purposes are the sole responsibility of the donor.
